The Rules of the Dances 
 

1. Dances last from 7 to 9:15 p.m. 
 
2. The entrance fee is $5.00. 

 
3. Students will not be checked in until the staff member arrives. 

 
4. Doors close at 7:45 p.m. to students. There is no admittance to the 

dances after 7:45 p.m. unless prior arrangements have been made with staff 
at the host school 

 
5. Any student who wants to leave early needs to have his/her parent sign 

him/her out with their own school’s chaperone. 
 

6. Only 7th and 8th grade Middle School students may attend the dance. 
 

7. No guests allowed.  
 

8. Dress code: no see-through clothing, no underwear showing, shirt straps 
must be two fingers wide, skirts and shorts must fall low enough to meet the 
fingertips, no cleavage, no bare midriffs, foot wear at all time, no clothing 
with aggressive, disrespectful logos, language or drug alcohol slogans. 

 
9. Absolutely no Freak Dancing or any other inappropriate dancing like rough 

play, rough dancing, body slamming/surfing and dances which sandwich 3 or 
more students. 

 
10. All backpacks are to be left in a designated area. Students are not to have 

access to these until the end of the dance.
