At the end of the class the specialist
teacher will deliver the students (who have not been picked up directly from class) to the
Afterschool Program. Regular childcare costs are $8.00 an hour for classes that begin
more than 15 minutes after your child’s dismissal from school. Your child's schedule of
classes will be noted on our Sign-Out sheets.

If the minimum student requirement is not met, a class may be cancelled.

Behavior Policy:

Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner which shows respect for the
feelings, rights and property of others.

Students not abiding by the Windrush Bill of Rights, putting him/herself or others in
danger or seriously disrupting the class may be subject to expulsion at the instructor’s
discretion. Fees may not be refunded.
